SKILLS

Parents accompany their child as they are introduced to the aquatic
environment through fun exploration in the water.

Parents work with their children to explore body positions, floating,
blowing bubbles, and fundamental safety and aquatic skills.

Build comfortability in and around the water by learning to confidently
submerge and recover.

Focus on mastering independent front and back floats and learn how
to switch between the two.

Learn how to swim to safety using the swim-float-swim sequence and
water treading basics.

Learn to glide on their side (intro to rhythmic breathing) and build their
treading water endurance.

Building endurance and refining their freestyle and backstroke. Resting
strokes are introduced.

Practicing a variety of skills such as freestyle, backstroke, breaststroke,
butterfly, turns, and dives.

If
you are signed up for a time that does
not best align with your child’s needs,
you may be asked to transfer to a
different time to ensure appropriate
instruction.
